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Community Right to Build puts the power 
to grant planning permission firmly in the 
hands of communities. 
Under Community Right to Build, com-
munities will be able to approve new local 

developments by preparing a Community Right 
to Build Order. Once prepared such an Order 
would automatically grant planning permission 
for a certain types of development, including 
houses, business space, or a community hall. 

A Community Right to Build Order would have 
to meet certain criteria, for example be in 
a designated neighbourhood planning area, 
and have the backing of more than 50 per cent 
of voters in a local referendum. 
 
To support communities in the preparation 
of Community Right to Build proposals Govern-
ment have identified £17 million of funding 
managed by the Homes and Communities 
Agency.
